June 23: STAVANGER

We will take a tour which will go through the city center and proceed outside. On the way to Ullandshaug, the tour passes Hafrsfjord where a historical sea battle was fought by the Vikings about 1100 years ago. Here one can see the .Three Swords, giant swords, planted into the rock as a memorial to King Harald the Fair-haired who gathered Norway into one Kingdom in 872.

At Ullandshaug, you will have a fine view of the surrounding area .flat farmlands, fjords and mountains, from the telecommunication tower.
Return to the city for a visit to the splendid Stavanger Cathedral which dates back to the 12th century and is the only church in Scandinavia which has kept its original design. 

The tour will conclude by a walk through Old Stavanger  - Europe’s best preserved wooden house settlement, consisting of more than 150 houses The houses which are painted white, were built at the end of the 17th and early 18th century and are now protected by a special protection law.
Return to the hotel. In the Evening there is a possible Skt. Hans Fest celebration being planned by the . Kvinnekoret Concentus .  Dinner this evening not included. Overnight at the hotel.

June 27: BERGEN.

This morning enjoy a 3 hours city tour of Bergen.
The tour will go through central parts passing such important historical buildings as the Hakons Hall completed in 1267, the Rosenkrantz Tower and the old wooden Hanseatic warehouses at Bryggen, now on UNESCOs Heritage List for preservation. Then pass the famous Market Place with the interesting Fish Market.
An inside visit will be made to the Hanseatic Museum which tells the history of the Hanseatic League a German trade league, which controlled most of the trade in northern Europe during the Middle Ages.
Then the tour will go to the suburb of Fana for a visit to Troldhaugen composer Edvard Grieg's summer residence, now a museum. Here visit the house which has been kept the way it was when Grieg's wife died about 20 years after her husband.
On the way, one will see Gamlehaugen a small castle which is now the Royal Residence in Bergen.
